Shortlisted entries

You will be contacted if your submission is shortlisted and will be required to deliver your artwork to
the Melton Civic Centre, ensuring that the following requirements are met:

e Identification - Each artwork must be accompanied by the artist’s name, address, contact
number and description of work. This must not be displayed on the front of the artwork, as
judging will take place anonymously.

e All shortlisted entries must be able to be safely handled by one person. It must not cause a
hazard to the handler based on weight or the use of dangerous materials. An entry deemed
by Council to be a hazard on the grounds of current Health and Safety legislation will not be
accepted, judged or displayed.

e All artworks must be stable and safe in their construction to minimise any damage during
handling.

e Entrants must pick up their artwork from the Melton Central Community Centre within two
weeks after judging.
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
